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Learning the Mother Tongue

Is language just a means of communication? To reduce language to just a means of communicating information
or our thoughts betrays our ignorance about its numerous other dimensions like culture, emotions, identity,
personality formation, and so on. Had language been just a means of communication, the human beings would
havelong found a common language much like the binary zeroes and ones that rule the digital world. However,
language is not so simple a phenomenon. Yet, this is the first reply that people give when questioned about their
reluctance or inability to learn their mother tongue. It is necessary that we make some things clear at the very
beginning of this discussion. No one is arguing here that one should not learn any language other than one’s
mother tongue. Such an argument would be regressive and would deprive one of the vast amounts of
knowledge and creative wisdom that is found in the world languages. Further, it would also seriously hamper
one from pursuing different paths of knowledge and career. Also, to properly live in harmony with our fellow
human beings in this increasingly shrinking world, we need to learn as many languages as we can. Then, what s
this discussion about? It is about the need for learning properly one’s own mother tongue, while also learning as
many as ‘other’ tongues because the true tongue that one can have is the mother tongue, rest are other tongues.
However, this discussion does not also aim to start a process of creating boundaries by ‘othering’ tongues and
cultures. Though that came as an easy coinage of phrase, ‘other’ tongue does not mean a means of
differentiation, butitjust denotes a tongue that was not of your mother and so is not natural to you.

The other aspect of this discussion that has to be clarified in the beginning is the phenomenon of one growing up
learning the other tongue and not the mother tongue. This has become true with many families now as more and
more children are being born outside of their native cultures. As most such children identify more or only with
the culture they are born in rather than their native culture, it becomes highly difficult to determine their mother
tongue. For instance, a child born of Indian parents, who have become citizens of the US, cannot identify with
India as one’s nation or motherland. Such a child is brought up in the US and becomes a true citizen of that
nation. All that person has as the remnants of Indian-ness is the gatherings at Indian festivals, places of worship,
or social events. The nativity is reduced to the mere wearing of clothes and relishing some food. Nonetheless,
that child’s mother tongue would remain to be the tongue that the native culture spoke simply because
millennia of impressions remain hardwired in the genes and therefore also in the neural circuitry of the child.
Mastering any tongue is difficult and takes years of training. However, it is always easier for a child to pick up
the nuances of one’s mother tongue, even when spoken in a strange accent and even when practised in a non-
native culture.

India is witnessing a very strange phenomenon. Parents are going out of their way to educate their children in
English. Now, English education is necessary, and has made Indians fare well on the world scene. But, now
Indians are insanely obsessed with English. Parents force their children to speak English just as the British or the
Americans do. Recently, a child was seen begging for water at an airport, while the parents insisted that the child
asks for water in English. The poor six-year-old struggled to enunciate the right words, under great discomfort
of the parched throat. Parents ask the teachers at their child’s school to enforce speaking in English and to
actually penalise, sometimes even by money, if the child speaks in one’s mother tongue or in any Indian
language! India is probably the only country in the world where a school-going child has to face punishment for
speaking one’s mother tongue. One is seen as a person of learning only when one speaks in English, even though
most of the time the language that is spoken is not idiomatic, often idiotic, ungrammatical, and largely a
transposition of the idioms, phrases, meanings, and nuances of the mother tongue of the speaker. Mannerisms
of regional affectations are transplanted into the English speech and what comes out is an unending spree of a
volley of words which signify almost nothing to the listener, particularly if the listener is a native speaker.
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Every language reflects culture, literature, and popular forms of culture like music, film, and folklore of the
native community. Often when one learns a language as the ‘other” tongue, one is not given the context or the
culture of the language. This happens mainly because to learn a language in all its contexts, one needs a much
longer time. Such time is not available to a person, who is learning a language out of some necessity. It could be
for work or for education. This time-bound learning prevents one from going into the nuances of a language and
hence what is easily acquired through the family and culture and what is handed down over successive
generations regarding the knowledge of mother tongue is unavailable when learning an ‘other” tongue. That is
why one sees this strange phenomenon. A person born and brought up in a non-native country knows details
about one’s tradition and folklore much better than the person born and brought up in the native country. This is
primarily because of the obsession with learning an ‘other’ language and culture.

In the Indian context, the root cause of such a phenomenon is the millennia-old slavery that has seeped into the
marrows of Indians. There is enough evidence, both in neurology and psychology, to prove thata child picks up
on the subtleties of learning a language and also learns to distinguish one’s mother tongue from the “other’
tongues at a very early age, primarily due to the natal influence of the mother. Many linguists believe that if one
can learn one’s mother tongue properly, one can master other languages at a much faster pace and with much
greater expertise. Researchers on language acquisition of a child believe that the child learns one’s mother
tongue easily and quickly as an infant as compared to ‘other” tongues. So, the very process of language learning
can be highly developed in a child only if she or he learns the mother tongue first. Any child can learn more than
one language from the infancy. However, if the child is taught the mother tongue along with the other languages
and also with increased emphasis and priority, that child learns all the languages at an amazing pace and with
surprising ability.

Though we all should become multilingual, it is imperative that one has a working knowledge of our mother
tongues, the only way that our neural networks and minds would cooperate fully with our tongues so that we
virtually become master players of the tongue!

Enlightened Citizen

“Education is the process of facilitating learning or acquisition of knowledge, skills, values, beliefs, habits and
overall personality development. Educational methods include from formal to informal sittings and any
experience that has a formative effect on the way one thinks, feels or acts may be considered educational”.

While education encompass all domains of human activity the essential part of any of these formal, informal
education is to raise the man from self centric to cosmocentric. To give in nutshell as to what this self centric and
cosmocentric is, we can refer to the words of Bhagavan Sri Ramakrishna, “ there are two types of paramahamsas,
the 'gnani', and the 'premi'. The gnani is self centered and he feels that it is enough to have knowledge of his own
self. The premi, like Sukadeva, after attaining his own realization, teaches men. Some eat mangoes and wipe off
the traces from their mouths. But some share their mangoes with others. Spades and baskets are needed to diga
well. After digging is over some throw away the spades and baskets into well but others put them away so that
neighbors may use them”. This phenomenon can be seen across the humanity irrespective of their type of
education, like formal or informal and often is seen by their intrinsic nature. However the intrinsic nature shall
be propelled further correspondingly with formal or informal type of education. This transformation is nothing
butenlightened citizenship and what the humanity requires is this enlightened citizenship. It must be noted this
enlightened citizenship was existed, is existing, will exist and higher percentage of enlightened citizenship will
bring happiness at national level, family level and individual level. To illustrate this the following anecdote can
be seen.

Acharya Vinobha Bhave the well known Gandhian and leader of 'Sarvodaya Movement', was a deeply religious
man. He made several pilgrimages to Badrinath in Himalayas. Once when he became quite old perhaps for the
last time he traveled to Badrinath. It was very difficult journey those days. There were no roads and one had to
travel mountain terrain on foot. As Vinobha Bhave went, he saw some laborers who were breaking stones in
order to make the road. Bhave asked one of them,' what are you doing?' The laborer replied rudely 'cant you see,
Iam breaking stones'.' Why are you breaking stones' was his question again. Laborer angrily retarted' to earn, fill
my stomach'. After walking some distance Bhave asked another laborer ' what are you doing?' The man said 'can
you see | am breaking stones'. To the question why he was breaking stones, this laborer replied that he had to
feed his family and take care of himself.

The people accompanying Vinobhabhave were wondered why he was getting himself insulted by these pretty
laborers. But Bhave after sometime, while nearing to Badrinath, sighted another laborer breaking stones. He
walked upto him and asked him 'what are you doing'? The laborer replied very politely, ' Babaji, I am breaking
stones'. To the question why are you breaking the stones? he courteously, ' | am making a road, so that you will
not face much trouble in reaching Badrinath next time, my family also will be fed and I will be better off'.
Vinobhabhave hugged that person and said he could die now in peace because there was at least one
enlightened citizen that he came across in that visit.

To emphasisIillustrate my own experience during my travels addressing the youth in connection with the 150th
birth anniversary celebrations of swami Vivekananda. My audience were youth from various educational
institutions often premier institutions of the country. On one occasion I happened to meet a group of
underprivileged children who were taken care and uplifted by the Ramakrishna mission. On that particular
day, the children were getting some gifts from a monk. Suddenly I was asked to address that group of children.
Not knowing what to address I thought I will engage them through some interaction. Accordingly I asked the
children what was in their mind while offering pranams to the monk while receiving gifts. To this one child told
that she wanted good education and another said he wanted to have good life for him and the family and
another one said I prayed for good education, a good house to live for me and for my family to live happily. Later
on I told them how through self effort and support from the organizations like this can bring their wishes to
reality.

Within a short time  happened to visit a premier educational institute to address the youth who are créme of the
country according to merit. Before going to talk I happened to meet some youngsters and asked them the
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purpose of their education at that premier institute. They said of course we go abroad. I asked for what? For
which they replied to get more knowledge, have better life and prosperity.

I'wondered in myself what is the difference between those underprivileged children and these premier institute
students( on whom approximately one crore rupees public money is invested on each student)thinking process
and expressed the same. During my talk, while some appreciated the point and others expressed the uselessness
of theidealism. Incidentally I came across a rikshaw puller who took me to the the institute venue(though a short
distance). When I felt like offering some token of small amount he replied with a folded hands, please don't give
me as | offer this as my humble contribution to you at my level. It is one more eye opening for me that
enlightenment does not confine to some strata only.

The above two incidents indicate one can operate as a citizen at 3 levels. At the first level one is only concerned
with one self. At the second level, one thinks for self and family is paramount and at the third level, one is
working for one self, taking care of family but mentally thinking and executing how that action shall take care of
the welfare of others also. The first is the animal level, second is human level and the third is the humane level.
These illustrations become more prominent when we reflect the words of Swami Vivekananda, ' the purpose of
education is the manifestation of divinity already within'. How such an education can be achieved shall be
reflected upon in the following paragraphs.

At the very outset of this article the purpose of true education is to transform an individual from self centric to
Cosmo-centric. In this connection it may be pertinent to recall the wonderful words of Swami Vivekananda
brought out through his own experience is that microcosm and macrocosm are inter connected and governed by
the same principle. Here the microcosm is nothing but the individual self and macrocosm is the universe. A
simple common sense says each single person has an individual identity, he is intricately connected to the
society and there by the universe. This is precisely the reason where our ancient rishis lived in harmony with his
surroundings(Vasudhaiva kutumbakam). However with the advent of the modern system through modern
education, it is more individualistic oriented resulting him self centered, aggressive, ambitious, greedy and
competitive. Such collection of individuals that organise into a society is also not cohesive resulting him
problems that what we are encountering in the present day society. On the other hand if it is oriented towards a
cosmocentric, the society will be non-violent, peaceful, cooperative, and harmonious. But is reality such a
concept is possible? Here we may recall swami Vivekananda's words, ' first have faith in yourselves. Know that
one may be a little bubble and another may be a mountain high way at behind. Both the bubbles in the way there
is an infinite ocean. Similarly behind the individual and the cosmos the same consciousness pervades and if this
consciousness is raised/ awakened, the same individual instead of looking at himself alone, he will encompass
the surroundings with the same love. I gently recall a simple dialogue helped me to perceive this concept for a
transformation. One day one Swamiji asked me whether I love myself? I emphatically replied 'yes'. He
recharged his question again asking do I truly love myself? I reemphasized I do love myself. Then he asked me
'do you eat any junk food?' for which I Said 'often'. Then he questioned' do you entertain selfish/ unwanted
thoughts?' With little more reflection I said 'yes'. At that point if' you truly love yourself do you entertain this
physical mental unwanted stuff?' he asked. I said 'no'. There on he asked, ' now do you really love yourself?' I
realized my folly and said 'no'. In conclusion the purpose of true education is to truly love oneself and organise
accordingly. Since this is applicable to all, slowly we love ourselves and others too. Scientifically if we analyses
each individual is a bundle of organized matter behind which there is consciousness. So also, in cosmos the
matter is organized having its individual names and forms behind which the same consciousness is pervading.
Now if you look with this background the purpose of education is to bring awareness of his higher dimension of
consciousness. This can be imparted not inisolation but being embedded with the type of present day education.
Such a task must be started in the very early stages of life. To bring about a transformation is not an easy task but
none the less one need not be pessimistic. How does that inner change happen? Adisankara says,' that this
happens,”KRAMA AGHATAVAT”- over a period of time. He gives the example of a laborer trying to split a
rock, using hammer and chisels. It is the 100th stroke of the hammer on the chisels, which splits the rock. Then
are the 99 strokes not required? Of course very much required, without that the rock will never split. Likewise
the yogasutras of Patanjali says, “Satudirgha kale nirantare satkarsavita dridabhumi”, means one's mind
changes after long uninterrupted practice done withjoy.

I am sure organizations like DARPAN” importing this transformational education that is transforming the
society from self centric to cosmocentric which solves all problems. My deep respects to sri Goutam De one of the
pillars of the organization.
