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SPIRITUAL DIMENSIONS OF FREEDOM

‘Freedom is the one goal of all nature sentient and insentient and consciously or unconsciously everything is struggling
towards that goal.” CW,1.109

The Simple Truth of the Universe

If ‘freedom is the one goal...” but our experience shows we are bound. Is this escaping from one bondage
to fall into another called struggle for freedom? It doesn’t really make sense, yet, yet, deep down we believe
Swami Vivekananda's statement has to be true. Not just true but it is metaphysics made easy. Freedom is a fact of
the universe and a fact of our lives too. How many books have been written, theories propounded, to explain the
universe? Some are true but partial; some are bad; others are confusing.

With this shift in perception we can understand this vast complex and mysterious universe and life: The
saint praying, the robber's devious mind, a monk meditating, householder's hard work, child’s tears, and
widow’s grief and so on. It was and is the impulse for freedom that is working diversely everywhere in
innumerable ways.

There are some mature souls that see through the illusions of bondage and make a conscious effort to
break free. The law of karma which was thought of as the law of bondage becomes the law of freedom. This article
is meant for such. The others will need it later and then they can access the archives of the Vedanta Kesari.

This Formulais Linked to Others

This simple formula is linked with other truths, for instance: ‘Freedom means true morality.’[1] Freedom
is knowledge, it is immortality, is perfection, is fearlessness, and above all, Freedom is God. How does one attain
Freedom? ‘No freedom without renunciation’.[2] To become pure is the shortest path to freedom’.[3] ‘Freedom is
never attained by the weak’.[4] This freedom is not about going to heaven but here and now.

Truth was staring at us all through

If this is the simple fact of the universe why didn’t we see it before? Why didn’t anyone speak of it? This
mighty metaphysical fact was actually unblinkingly staring at us all the time. Only we are blinded with
innumerable things, preoccupied with thousands of duties and beset with hundreds of cares. We were
temporarily lulling ourselves with drugs and drinks and other titillations to cover the harshness of life’s burdens
that we wanted to throw away. All religious, philosophical and moral systems speak of it. The whole gamut of
Hinduism preaches moksha, mukti, freedom, as a goal for all. Sri Ramakrishna also said, “The goal of human life is
tosee God.

Wewere impelled all along

Besides receiving inputs from all around we were actually goaded on by Nature. Only the end, the
purpose, and the means, were kept a secret from us. Thus, we were being driven but were never adrift. These
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inputs, this goading, were orienting us unconsciously to freedom and freedom being perfection we had been
striving day and night for this unawares, unknowingly. ‘Within ourselves is this eternal voice speaking of eternal
freedom. Its music is eternally going on.”[5] We had been too distracted with surface things to catch it.

Freedom is the Soul's Nature

Freedom is for all but there is no short cut to it, one has to earn it.. There is no eternal damnation for
anyone. In the profound process that Nature takes us to freedom, she uses us also to oil her machine. Everything
we do is nothing but a spinoff from this going towards freedom: Art, literature, culture, science, technology, life,
law, and so on.

When the pravritti, ‘the circling forward’ gives place to the nivritti, the ‘circling inwards’, thus the desire
for freedom begins consciously, deliberately. Then only does the mystery unravel. We don’t travel down a radius
to the centre but we begin orbiting back. From the outer fringes of life, inside, and each orbit brings us closer to the
core, to freedom. The retrograde movement mainly depends on God’s grace. Each orbit has a definite
characteristic. Each is a spiritual dimension. Each orbit progressively grows subtler, and is a more elevated state
of being, of freedom. These are the spiritual dimensions. These spiritual dimensions are looked at, in this article,
from the subjective side, for freedom is subjective. Instead of using difficult technical terms of scriptures on Yoga
and Vedanta, this article will look at these following stages in the language we are used to. The sense of freedom
keeps growing at every stage until we are absolutely free.

Twelve Spiritual Dimensions of Freedom

As the First inward circling commences the world remains as it is but one’s relationship with it changes. This is a
profound transformation profound of the first dimension of freedom. One feels like a sojourner in a strange land.
Peoples, places, things, don’t tug one anymore. No longer does the world’s bark or bite frighten one but yes, its
clamour and cacophony keeps one away. The world so long felt like home is no more a home while a definite
relationship with God is established.

In the Second dimension changes occur in the body, senses and mind. The strong cravings, the stress, the
tensions, the mad rush of hormones in the bloodstream have waned. This brings in clarity in perceptions and the
body is calmer and so are the senses. The first sign is: restless eyes and fingers are steady and coordinated. The
body changes, for it is thought that sculpts the body. With calm and pure thoughts the signs on the body are
unmistakable. Harsh lines vanish, the voice is sweet, and the gaunt and hungry look in the face and eyes
disappear, there is a sense of wellbeing, eating and recreation habits change. A mighty spiritual restlessness
comes over one.

In the Third dimesnsion there is a major shift in one’s centre of gravity inwards. One also becomes solicitous,
patient and kind. All attachments have gone. The other shift is regarding the time and type of activites. Time
becomes very precious and work that ennobles oneself and the world is performed. The spiritual restlessness has
increased so much that day and nighta thirst for God keeps burning us as it were.

These changes do not mean that the person is pulled in the orbiting spiral while being passive. Nothing is easy
here. One has taken up serious sadhana and the only support one has is: the guru, shastras, scriptures, and Ishta,
chosenideal. One has to bleed for every inch of the way through tremendous self effort. Nothing is for free here.

These three changes are external to those that follow. With each orbit one gets better and better in devotion and
knowledge. As sadhana commences one gets progressively more faith and energy and these are reemployed in
sadhana. Itis like ploughing back the profits accrued from a business into the business itself, for more profits.

The sadhans can be any of the numerous ones found all over the religious and spiritual literature or it can be the
combination of the four yogas or of two or three.
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The Fourth dimension has many levels. For instance, in japa or dhyana, one’s body feels light and one can sit for
hours on the asana, seat, without fatigue. Joy and energy courses though the body and mind all the time. Japa and
dhyana no longer feels mechanical or dry. The mantra or the image of the Ishta gets deeper and deeper within
oneself. Till it feels it is glowing and living from the deepest recesses of one’s being,.

In the Fifth dimension comes rock-solid concentration and shows a tremendous urge for freedom as results of
sadhana start coming in. The latent powers of the soul are unfolding because the subtle mind has opened. This
subtle mind is the spiritual mind. Minor obstacles which inevitably rise are so easily overcome that a strong sense
of exhalation and conquest enraptures one.

Subtle perceptions now take place indicating that one is entering into the inner dimensions of spirituality. ‘Like
snowfall, smoke, sun, wind, fire, firefly, lightening, crystal, moon, these forms, coming before gradually manifest
the Brahman in Yoga. [6] Like a child needs conditioning to make it strong enough to walk, so do these
perceptions come and strengthen the mind. The doubt so long held whether this external world is a creation of the
mind, is finally removed.

The Sixth dimension, the sixth orbit, reveals a still inner spiritual world and one is overwhelmed at its vastness,
its infinity. One feels like a speck of dust, helpless, in the vast sky. Traversing this infinity looks impossible and the
awareness of the lack of competency, time and energy hits one like a painful blow. In this vast dimension there are
powers (personal and impersonal) and other phenomena lurking to thwart any stout soul. It is here that most of
theadvanced aspirants get stuck if they are not careful.

Itis also here that the soul starts doubting about God but this is due to the old conceptions being washed away by
higher and higher conceptions of God which have not yet taken firmroot.

Here one feels clearly that one’s grit in sadhana is helped by divine grace. It is like we do one percent and the
divine does ninety-nine. We are pulled on, traversing field after field of this vast dimension. It is very strong
discrimination that is the best guide here. For subtle temptations are hard to be removed easily. Here it is that one
sees many visions but this is not a criterion of one’s progress. The criterion is renunciation. “The Yogi should not
feel allured or flattered by the overtures of celestial beings for fear of evil again’[7] Swamiji commenting on this
sutrasays: 'gods and other beings come to tempt the Yogi.' Various visions of course dont come to everyone.

The seventh dimension shows one has crossed over most of the previous dangers. The intellect has become very
sharp and clear. This is not to be mistaken with cognitive abilities. It is a higher intellect. It can penetrate into the
heart of matter and knowledge comes in a powerful flash. This is a high state. The world appears like a shadow.

In the eight dimension the mind comes under one’s great control. Wasn’t it under control so long? This question
shows one's ignorance about the nature of the mind. The vast areas of the subconscious mind are finally in one's
grip totally One however cannot rest on one’s oars and be complacent yet for dangers might still lurk to take one
unawares.

In the ninth dimension, orbit, the mind has become luminous. Ahamkara, the sense of I, which is an aspect of the
mind, has become clear The two dimensions of past and future hidden by the present have opened up. No more is
the mind swayed by internal or external delusions. The mighty love to see God is lifting and carrying one
effortlessly towards Him. God's infinity dwarfs the spiritual world's infinity.

The tenth dimension shows the mind full of bliss and light and love. One’s meditation has become natural and
effortless, meaning the mind has acquired the habit to plunge in Samadhi. In this state one rises to higher and
subtler levels of samadhi beyond time and space. Then the subject of samadhi becomes oneself.

The aspirant for freedom may or may not be aware of his or her spiritual growth. The mind is totally free from
rajas and tamas.

The eleventh dimension reveals the mind has become so strong it could crush a mountain to dust or could dry an
ocean by merely blowing. One feels so invincible that nothing gross or subtle, no gods, nobody, can have its sway
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over one. With the conquest of matter so also comes the conquest of time and space. This triad and everything
comes under the yogi’s powers. This strength is divine strength. The yogi becomes almost omniscient and
omnipotent.

The twelfth dimension takes us almost to the core. The greatest bondage of the universe, the bondage that we
have been carrying for eons and eons through lives and lives, this identification with the body, is finally
dissolved. This mind which exists in its superfine form wants to gives up its individuality. God = Freedom,
absolute freedom, this mind now plunges in. It is like a moth trying to plunge into the fire but is obstructed by a
fine glass. The need to be one with God is indescribable. This is divine madness, this is divine love, and this is the
madness of knowledge. Then it is over. There remains only an infinite ocean of consciousness, of supreme love.
The worlds (gross, subtle, causal) are nonexistent and so is the yogi. Only God exists.

The deepest reaches of the twelfth dimension is dimensionless. It has been described by Sankaracharya in the
Vivekachudamani ( 408) thus: The vidvan (wise one) realizes in his heart through Samadhi, the Infinite Brahman,
which is something of the nature of eternal Knowledge and absolute Bliss, which has no exemplar, which
transcends all limitations, is ever free and without activity, and which is like the limitless sky, indivisible, and
absolute.

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Do Not Commit Suicide

Desperation causes aspiration. Some aspire to live, others to die. Death is the cessation of the life of a living being
in this world. It is the dissolution of one’s perceived personality. The normal idea of personality is a compound of
body and mind. The death of the body is ordinarily considered death. But are we merely bodies? Do we have no
existence beyond our bodies? What is our true nature? What is our true personality?

Life brings out the best of us by putting us into situations that are the worst. Why does it do so? To make us wake
up from our beginningless slumber of forgetting our true nature: blissful, ever-existing, and absolutely conscious.
It tries to shake us from our dream of the world. Just as in a dream it is difficult to see ourselves, so in this dream of
worldly existence we cannot see our true nature, the Atman.

Even when we think that we ought to start our spiritual journey, what do we do? We chalk out a programme, a
routine, make some feeble attempts at meditation, do some scriptural studies, bring changes to our lifestyle, do
some devotional practices, and try to help others. All these are at best preparations for the spiritual journey.
Almost all of us remain stagnant at this stage of preparation, our entire lives, and do not progress further because
we lack both vision and passion. We lack the vision of Atman, our true nature. We fail to understand the import of
the Upanishads who try to give us an inkling of our glorious nature. Constantly studying them and meditating on
their meaning gives us a grand vision of our reality beyond what we perceive: the seer behind the seen. With this
vision we have a roadmap to start our journey. We know what it would be to reach the destination. We know,
from the seers of the past, that the arrival at the destination would be a state of complete fulfilment, a state of
complete doubtlessness. What is self-realisation or God-realisation? It is a doubtless understanding of one’s
personality. Thatis the vision we need to have to be spiritual aspirants, to aspire to be free from suffering.

With a clear vision of the spiritual path and its destination, we need passion to move forward. Have you seen the
proverbial fish out of water? Are you one? Do you become restless with the pleasures of the world? People around
the world become restless to get engrossed in sense pleasures but how many get restless to get out of them? Do
you feel suffocated dabbling in the dreams of duality? Do people, sense-objects, your body, your mind, and
whatever you perceive distress you? Are you impatient to get out of the vicious cycle of the seer and seen, the
perceiver and the perceived? Do you want to become one with the sexless, ageless, immutable, inactive, Atman?
Do you feel like ending this world born of ignorance? This is the passion you need to start your spiritual journey.

Everyone wants to live a happy life but few canlive so. Everyonejust holds on to the fleeting semblance of life and
tries to settle on an unsettling ground. Ignorance is bliss is what most people believe and practise. They forget
their blissful nature and kill themselves again and again, take birth and die over and again —all these because of
wrong identifications with false appearances. They want to possess and to enjoy. They are the victims of the sense
of I and mine. Their mirrors are covered with dust that they forgot to wipe off. Hence, the reflections they see are
not clear and not true. This is suicide. Not the killing of the body but the killing of the understanding of one’s true
nature is real suicide. Instead of renouncing the sense-objects for realising one’s true nature, the Atman, everyone
isrenouncing the understanding or even an inkling of one’s true nature, to enjoy the sense-objects.

We fail to see our true reflections through the dirty mirrors of our minds. We fail to glimpse that nature of ours,
which is the true witness of the glimpses of this manifold universe. Our condition is worse than the amnesiac who
has forgotten one’s name. We have not just forgotten our name but also our nature. We have forgotten that we are
beyond name and form. Worse still, we are totally unaware of this and are not trying to get back the memory of
our true Self. Thisis a great suicide. This is a suicide far worse and damaging than the suicide of killing one’s body.
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Thisis suicide at the deepestlevel. And the pain that this suicide brings leaves us being kicked from one lifetime to
the other, much like the football kicked by the players on the ground. This suicide brings both the suffering and its
effects that go onand onin a vicious cycle of ignorance.

We create illusions and see in people and objects, characteristics that do not exist. We attribute to this universe
permanence that is never there. We constantly confound ourselves with confusions, the true nature of which we
have never confirmed, and have never even bothered to attempt to do so. The body that would wither and die is
pampered so much and we zealously search for techniques for prolonging youth, beauty, and vitality. We
consider ourselves to be the body that is full of impurities as opposed to our true nature, the Atman, which is the
epitome of purity.

By constantly neglecting our true personality, we kill itself just like we can kill the body by neglecting it for many
days, by not feeding or maintaining it. This is spiritual suicide. Any pain at the gross level isless intense. The more
we move on the scale of subtlety, the pain is deeper and deeper. The opposite of life is death. When a person
commits suicide of the body, she or he changes life into death. Similarly when a person commits spiritual suicide
she or he goes away from one’s true nature of bliss to a never-ending cycle of suffering.

By considering ourselves —who are truly, unborn, immortal, immutable, and indivisible —to take birth, to die,
and having different parts and characteristics, is to give a fatal blow to our personality and kill its very essence.

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Theories of Motivation:
Journey from Maslow to Mcgregor

Self actualization is the level that almost every human being dreams to achieve, consciously or unconsciously,
irrespective of educational level, irrespective of professional level, irrespective of nationality, caste, religion. But
hardly few of us can achieve this level. What is the reason behind this? The reason may be because of rational and
materialistic behavior of human being. In the process of attaining various materialistic needs human being hardly
get time and scope to achieve the level of self actualization. At every level of life, human being faces different
materialistic situations. Every situation lasts for some definite time span and when the problem get solved then he
enters into the next age level and that particular age level or time again sets new materialistic target for him. So
again he has to work towards attaining the next material objective. Thus while solving the real life facts, human
being can go up to certain level of mental orientation, but can never achieve the level of self actualization. In most
of the cases, in a total life span human being can optimally achieve the lower level of esteems. In some cases, a
certain population can maximum achieves the level of higher esteem. But only few can go up to the level of self
actualization. Also, in a highly conflicting societal environment, where a majority of global population fights for
food and safety, then how we can expect mass-orientation above physiological and safety needs?

Gautam Buddha : The icon of self actualization
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Dr. Abraham Maslow had analyzed human behavior and motivations in his famous article, “ A Theory of Human
Motivation” (1943 AD). Dr. Maslow had explained that motivation is based on human needs. As per Dr, Maslow,
these needs are respectively physiological, safety, social, esteem and self actualization. The physiological needs
form the most part of the human behavior. Being a living creature, food is the basic requirement for any human
being. A hungry person can never thinks beyond food. Once physiological needs, like food, house, money, etc are

Food, the most basic need for all living creature

satisfied then human steps
forward to the next level of need,
that is safety and security needs.
Once food is achieved, then it is
required to secure the assurance
for food. When a certain life style
is achieved then it is required to
assure the life style in sustainable
and incremental way. Better
living, better food throughout the
life span need to be assured. So
human being constantly acts
towards security and safety of life,
family and food. Dr. Maslow had
described these two needs as basic
motivational factor. But many
sociologists, like Mr. Fredrick
Herzberg, believe that these two
needs are not at all motivational
factor, rather these are the basic
factors without which human

being can not sustain. Mr. Herzberg had described these basic factors as hygene factor. They believe that, once
these basic needs are satisfied then human being can move forward. Next levels of needs are actual motivational
factor for human being. Next level needs refer to social needs, esteem needs and self actualization needs.

Being a social species, every human being needs social attachment. An individual can not live alone. If a good

friendly societal environment is
provided to a person, then he becomes
happy, and this happiness provides
better motivation. If the association
around him is not friendly then an
individual becomes unhappy and this | =
unhappiness reflects in his performance
and day to day activities. A smile froma =

friend or a cup of tea with a friend
makes a man relax and tension free. A
suggestion from a friend in the time of
tension grows a feeling of social security
in the mind of an individual. In a work |
place, good warm atmosphere and
sober behavior from seniors and
colleagues are essential for better "
performance. Social environment acts

as a major source of motivation for
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human being. When human being starts earning and when his food and safety become assured, then he searches
for better friendly atmosphere, where he can interact with equivalent or better persons with proper respect in
reciprocating manner.

Butneeds are dynamic. Security for food or friendly environment is not going to provide motivation for life time.
Once food security, better earning or warm environment become common and sustainable, then human being
starts performing better, and gradually his thirst for more challenging work or better responsibility become

predominant. So this is the time, when esteem v _
starts playing as a source of motivation. In a N

work place, it is essential to give more '
responsibility to individual when his other .
needs become saturated. It is the point when ‘
human being starts feeling his superiority. It is v

the point when human being wants to
participate in decision making activities. It is the
time, when human being wants importance
from environment.

ButI think esteem is the zone where most people
end their life. Because esteem have many stages,
and human being starts rotating around
different dimensions of esteems. But elevation

from esteem to self actualization becomes tough. b
Because a self actualized person never needs Dynamism

external sources of motivation. A self actualized person is self motivated. Butin most of the cases human being get
motivation from external sources. Food, money, security, love, respect, power, praise, etc act as catalyst for work.
All these catalysts are external sources of motivation. But a self actualized person loves to do his work without
any external power. Lack of any external motivational power never makes him unhappy to perform. His motto of
life is to perform for the cause. His aim in life is to decide responsibility by using rational thinking and to perform
the decided responsibility at any cost.

May be, for this reason Dr. Maslow had considered self actualization as the last motivational level. But is it really
last level in the need hierarchy? Is it required to climb all other level of needs before achieving self actualization?
Or rather self actualization is a different category of motivational power? Itis quiet possible that, a person without
achieving other level of needs can achieve the level of self actualization. It is equally true that after achieving all
other motivational level, most of the persons fail to achieve the level of self actualization. Self actualizationis nota
need, rather it is the power. A self actualized person can perform from any level and any background. A poet
having comparatively poor economic condition can write best of his poetry. A painter can create best of his canvas
when he faces tension in family life. A scientist constantly does experiment even when he faces social restrictions.
A self actualized engineer tries to solve an adverse situation when all his superiors lost faith in him. A self
actualized doctor performs his duty honestly when he is assaulted by media for wrong allegations. This is power
of self actualization. It can never be formulated in certain matrix.

Many a time I have thought that while glorifying self actualization, am I trying to explain it under the cover of
instinct? May be it is partially true. Self actualization is a state, which in some cases comes as instinct, as an
unconscious behavior of human being. But of course, at the same time it is true that self actualization can boosted
by stimulating certain parameters. That is why self actualization comes under the context of modern social
science.

As per Dr. Maslow, all the needs form a pyramid like hierarchy structure, where physiological needs comes at the
bottom and most of the motivational part can be boosted by satisfying basic physical needs. Gradually needs goes
up towards self actualization, via safety, social and esteem needs. Also, Dr, Maslow had described that
motivational factors comes one by one as per need hierarchy.
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But all the time, motivation may not come stagewise, as explained by Dr. Maslow. Some modern sociologists, like
Clayton Alerter had proposed that human being can be motivated by more than one factor at a time. This concept
is popularly known as ERG theory. As per Dr. Maslow once a human being reaches a certain level, then he tries to
achieve next level until his satisfaction to reach the next level get fulfilled. But ERG theory explains that, if a
person is staying at certain level, then he tries to achieve the next level. But in this process if his ambition get
frustrated then again he moves back toward previous level and try to get happiness by satisfying previous needs.
It is the basic difference between Dr. Maslow’s theory and ERG theory. ERG stands for existence needs,
relatedness needs and growth needs. In general existence needs are equivalent to Dr. Maslow’s physiological and
safety needs, relatedness needs are close to Dr. Maslow’s social needs and lower level of esteem needs, and
growth needs are more or less equal to Dr. Maslow’s upper esteem needs and self actualization needs.

In general all these theories of motivation try to search the content components of motivation. The pattern of
human behavior and their motivational factors play an important role in work environment. With my experience
I'have found that, most of the people wake up in the morning with a desire to perform positively. In this regard I
always support sociologist Douglas Mcgregor’s Y Theory, which assumes that work is natural to a person. Only
some external catalysts can stimulate this natural instinct to perform more efficiently. But at the same time I also
believe that to-do or not-to-do attitude has some innate characteristics. So while dealing an individual, you must
judge the quantity of innate character of that individual and effect of stimulation on that particular individual at
that particular time. Of course, it is a subjective judgment. In modern days lots of formulas are evolving regarding
the motivational factor; but at the end of the day it is human mind which constantly change its own formula
depending upon situation and experience of each micro second. Mind of each individual is like a heaven, only
youneed a ladder to reach there. When thatladder will be invented, then the earth will become a heaven.
